Going to school every day is the single most
important part of your child’s education.
Students learn new things at school every day
— missing school puts them behind.

Why it’s important

We all want our students to get a great
education, and the building blocks for
a great education begin with students
coming to school each and every day.

if students miss school regularly, they miss
out on learning the fundamental skills that
will set them up for success in the later
years of school.

There is no safe number of days for missing
school - each day a student misses

puts them behind, and can affect their
educational outcomes.

Each missed day is associated with
progressively lower achievement in
numeracy, writing and reading.

Getting in early

Attendance patterns are established
early - a child regularly missing days

in kindergarten or in the earlyyears of
school will often continue to miss classes
in the lateryears, and receive lower test
scores than their classmates. It’s vital that
students go to school every day — even in
the early years of primary school.

What we cando

The main reasons for absence are:

Sickness — There are always times when
students need to miss school, such aswhen
they're ill. it's vital that they’re only away

on the days they are genuinely sick, and
setting good sleep patterns, eating well and
exercising regularly can make a big difference.

It's vital that holidays are planned during
school holidays where possible, and not
during the term if it can be avoided.

*“Day off” — Think twice before letting your
child have a “day off” as they could fall
behind their classmates— every day counts.

Truancy — This is when students choose
not to go to school without their parent’s
permission. There can be many reasons for
truancy. The best way to address this is for
schools and parents to work together.

If for any reason your child must miss
school, there are things you can do with
your schaool to ensure they don't fall behind:

*  Speakwith your classroom teacher and
find out what work your child needs to
do to keep up.

* Develop an absence learning planwith
your teacher and ensure your child
completes the plan.

Remember, every day counts. If your
child must miss school, speak withyour
classroom teacher as early as possible.

Openly communicating with your child's
school about all absences is a good way to
prevent attendance issues being escalated
to a School Attendance Officer. A School
Attendance Officer is a Department of
Education and Training Regional Director
who has authority to follow up attendance
issues. Attendance issues that are escalated
can lead to an Infringement Notice.

Ifyou’re having attendance issues with your
child, please let your classroom teacher
know sowe canwork together to get your
child to school every day.

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Some ideas for learning the alphabet.

Here are some activities to do with your child at home. Keep them short and fun.
If they are enjoying a particular activity let them finish; if not, try something else.

You may have to start with just a few letters at a time. When they have been
mastered, gradually introduce a few more letters until the alphabet has been
completed.

Ideas for learning the alphabet:

» identify the letter by name

» identify the letter by its picture

« match the letter to a picture starting with the same sound

« group the same letters: tall, small, circles, sticks, tails

« match the same letter

» write the same letter

« say a word beginning with that sound

« write this sound

« write this letter

« draw a picture for this sound

« match lower case letters in alphabetical order

« put the alphabet in order, take out one letter and guess which one is missing
« find a picture in a magazine and write the initial sounds of things you can see
« find this letter

« find the first sound of the word ... (e.g. fish)

« write the first sound of this word

« draw something that begins with this letter

Curriculum Overview for Foundation

We are celebrating a fabulous start to our Foundation Year!!

The children have experienced a smooth transition into school and have
settled well into class routines.

Reading

All children in Foundation Year are expected to read daily at home.

Take home reading books have been issued to all students early in the year along with the
Oxford Words that will support their reading. Please make it a dzily habit of listening to you
child read.

The home reading program at GWPS is differentiated and based upon children having access
to rich literature. Children are free to choose their own take home books from a wide
selection which allows for individual needs, interest-based, favourite authors etc. It is
important that the children choose the books they will take home for themselves. Of course
some books will be selected by teachers to ensure they are reading to build on and practice
skills.

This term the Foundation students have been working on various ‘Concepts about Print’
which enables them to learn the value of book’s front cover, the pictures to support the
story, 1.1 matching when reading and about the author. They are learning to recognise that
texts are made up of words and groups of words that make meaning.

As children read they are beginning to recognise upper- and lower-case letters and the most
common sound that each letter represents. We read often to the children to enable them to
develop and enjoy a passion for reading.

Writing

In Writing, we have been focussing on language experience and children have illustrated
and written about their experiences at school and at home. We have been taking photos
and capturing their learning daily.

The children are learning that spoken sounds and words can be written and many are having
attempts at writing their own sentences. We write every day to build on these skills so that
children will learn to write some high-frequency words. Many of our students are able to
wrrite familiar words including their name. Children are beginning to see themselves as
writers.

Speaking & Listening

Students have the opportunity to share their knowledge and communicate who they are
using an “All About Me* bag. Students are encouraged to work in small groups and
encouraged to demonstrate the Learmer Profile attributes.




They are beginning to understand that English is one of many languages spoken in Australia
and that different languages may be spoken by family and classmates.

We undertake activities so the children learn to identify rhyming words, syllables and some
sounds in spoken words. We encourage children to express themselves at all times.

Numeracy

In Numeracy, we have been exploring number, 1:1 matching, patterns and sorting objects.
Students have been using concrete materials to support their learning. We have also been
learning about days of the week, seasons, shapes and location words.

The children are establishing an understanding of the language and processes of counting by
naming numbers in sequences to 20 and beyond. The children undertake maths activities
daily to build on number knowledge. We design activities to build on children’s current
knowledge and extend them as they learn.

Inquiry

Our current Unit of Inquiry is “‘Who We Are’. We have been inquiring into ‘everyday people
can learn about who they are and what they can do.” We have been exploring family,
friendships and relationships. In the ‘All About Me’ bag children collected artefacts about
their family and shared it with their classmates. Our next unit of inquiry is ‘How We
Organise Ourselves.’ The central idea is, ‘People in a community help each other in different
ways.” We are looking forward to inquiring into this unit.
